	Neophyte Presentation Guidelines


1. All Neophyte Presentations must be held no more than 20 days after the members have been initiated into the organization or prior to the start of Dead Week (whichever one comes first) and in a reserved location on the University of Central Florida campus.
2. Neophyte Presentations are not to be scheduled on the same night/time of a previously planned event of another chapter in the same council, an All-Greek meeting/event planned by the Office of Fraternity and Sorority Life OR a university holiday/closure.

3. No explicit or revealing attire is to be worn by the new members or other Neophyte Presentation participants. New Members or other Neophyte Presentation participants should not remove any articles of clothing unless revealing a letter shirt during the Neophyte Presentation. 
4. Items are not to be thrown at the audience. 

5. No alcoholic beverages are to be consumed prior to or during the Neophyte Presentation.
6. References to hazing and/or other illegal activities will be not allowed.  

7. No physical abuse will be tolerated.  This includes, but is not limited to: slapping, kicking, punching, pushing, poking, caning, etc. (canes, staffs, sticks etc. may be used as part of the performance but may not be used as a weapon to threaten or harm another individual).
8. Props and/or spectacle to be used during the Neophyte Presentation must be accepted. Any outright symbols of “pledging” (such as but not limited to paddles, bricks, and rocks) will not be allowed. 
9. No profane language (in any language)/gestures in chants, music or speech will be used before, during, or after the Neophyte Presentation. No members of the organization may dance provocatively with any members of the audience.
10. Chants/sayings/songs will not allude to any other Greek organization, individual, or student group. 
11. There are to be no references to any individual(s) departing from the Membership Intake Process.
12. Disruptions by other attending organizations will not be tolerated.  This includes, but is not limited to: walking through the presenters’ Neophyte Presentation, talking over the presenting organization, derogatory speech or comments and death marches.
13. The duration of the Neophyte Presentation will be no longer than 2 hours. Neophyte Presentations may not be scheduled to begin after 9:00 pm and must start within 20 minutes of scheduled time advertised. A fine of $100 will be assessed if the Neophyte Presentation begins beyond the 20 minutes advertised and a $10 fee will be added for every minute thereafter. Please note that if the event starts late, it will still need to finish by the end time outlined on the Neophyte Presentation Agreement or judicial action will be taken against the chapter.  
14. In the event of a fight or other altercation during the Neophyte Presentation, individuals involved will be removed immediately. If a member of the presenting organization is involved, the Neophyte Presentation will be stopped immediately, and the Neophyte Presentation will not be rescheduled. 

15. The presenting organization will be responsible for ensuring the site is left in its original state after use.

16. The Neophyte Presentation Agreement must be submitted to the Office of Fraternity and Sorority Life accompanied by the SERF Approval Form no later than 15 business days prior to the date of the Neophyte Presentation.

17. A Fraternity and Sorority Life staff member will be in attendance at all Neophyte Presentations.

18. All actions of organization members/aspirants must adhere to the Golden Rule and Student Rules of Conduct.
19. Violation of these guidelines will result in a referral to the Director of Fraternity and Sorority Life and could result in sanctions.
